Food Service Industry



Inspection and Enforcement 
Program

The City of Coronado Inspection and 
Enforcement Program was established 
to ensure that all businesses operate in 
compliance with all appropriate storm water 
laws and other City requirements.  Food 
service staff, site supervisors and property 

owners can be held responsible 
for violations, which may lead 

to a civil penalty of up 
to $10,000 per day and 

reimbursement of expenses 
associated with clean-up.

Food service industry materials such as 
cleaners, grease and trash often find their 
way into our storm drains, polluting the 
environment and jeopardizing Coronado’s 
beaches, surrounding recreational waters and 
quality of life.

The City of Coronado is working with the 
food service industry to implement what are 
known as Best Management 
Practices (BMPs) at all food 
service sites.  BMPs are methods 
used to keep pollution out of our 
storm drains and off City property, 
such as sidewalks, streets, 
parkways and alleys.  Carrying out 
and maintaining these BMPs in 
the food service facility is critical to 
protecting our ocean and bay.

The following is a partial list of BMPs and 
pollution prevention measures that must be 
implemented at all food service sites.

1. Reduce, Reuse and Recycle.

2. Conduct daily site cleanings.

3. Prevent debris, trash and spills 
from reaching the City street 
or alley.

4. Educate employees and 
subcontractors about BMPs.

5. Regularly maintain all BMPs at 
the food service site.

All food service locations should be equipped 
with a spill response kit to handle all 
unintentional spills. Spill response kits should 
include instructions to follow in case of a spill, 
cloths, plugs, a container of sealant, one bag of 
absorbent material and a pair of rubber gloves.  
Ready-made spill response kits are available 
on the market.
